Before you leave, get your dog microchipped or, if he has one
already, update with both the microchip registration service and
your vet. Update your dog’s tags, too, and ensure collars fit well
and have no tears or other damage.

#Z CRATE

“Even if you're on the most pet-friendly vacation, there may
be times when you have to leave your pet in the hotel
room,” said Heather Hunter, AAA director of public rela-
tions and fellow pet parent.

To prevent your dogs from dashing out if a maid or
other member of the hotel staff opens the door, place
them in a crate when you leave the room. Some hotels
even have policies that require you to do so. Check with

your hotel about this before you go.

#3 HARNESS

According to a AAA survey, more than half of drivers
admit to being distracted by petting their dogs. and
the risk of an accident increases when you take
your eyes off the road for two seconds or more.
Look for harnesses that have been crash-tested.

Book a pre-trip appointment with the vet if your
dogs are due for any vaccinations. Stock up on
medications, too. Have your vet's office give you
your pets’ shot records to keep handy.
